A flat, monthly charge that reimburses the utility for

its investment in the meters and other distribution
facilities not recovered in other charges, as well as

customer-related expenses that do not vary with

electric use.

Bill items 13-15 and 18 are assessed based on the total kilowatt-hours delivered (KWHD) to your home. If there is no energy
delivered to your home during the billing period, you pay the basic service charge and local government fee to retain

electric service.
